Aggregates are used as basic construction materials and as components of other products, e.g. concrete, asphalt, bricks, blocks and tiles etc. Aggregates are produced from naturally occurring deposits, consisting of combinations of various materials including quartz and silica.

MAIN HAZARD:

Inhalation or Ingestion of dust is harmful, if inhaled in   excessive quantities over a prolonged period or extended period, respirable dust can cause a long term health hazard, but where Crystalline Silica or Quartz are present, this represents an additional hazard.   Crystalline Silica and Quartz make up   approximately 99% of our products.

PRECAUTIONS:

Inhalation or Ingestion of dust should be avoided.   Appropriate dust masks to BS 2091 Type B should be worn when     aggregates containing Quartz or Crystalline Silica are handled or further crushed. The product should be handled to minimise the creation of airborne dust
